Looking Back to 2065 B.S. 

(in chronological order) 

 

 

NOTE: On Chaitra 28, 2064 (April 10, 2008), election for a 

Constituent Assembly (CA) was held after having been postponed 

from earlier dates of 20 June 2007 and 22 November 2007. An 

estimated 60% of the 17.6 million voters cast ballots, many of 

them lining up before dawn outside the 20,000 polling stations. 

About 135,000 police troops were deployed to provide security for 

the election. The Election Constituency Delimitation Commission 

recommended the following number and distribution of seats: 240 

members through election in 240 constituencies (known as The 

First Past The Post - FPTP), 335 members directly elected 

through a proportionate electoral system (known as Proportional 

Representation - PR) and 26 on recommendation by the Council 

of Ministers. This brings the total members of Constituent 

Assembly (CA) to 601. 
 

Beginning of the Nepali New Year brought in the results of the 

historic CA election. 
 

Baisakh 26 - May 8 

The official and final list of members elected under the PR system 

was released. This meant the first meeting of the CA (which has 

to be held within 21 days of the publication of the final result) 

would be held before the end of May 2008. The Communist Party 

of Nepal (Maoist) (CPN-M) placed first in the election with 220 

out of 575 elected seats, and it became the largest party in the 

Constituent Assembly. It was followed by the Nepali Congress 

110, Communist Party of Nepal (UML) 103, Madhesi People's 

Rights Forum 52, Terai-Madhes Democratic Party 20, 

Sadbhawana Party 9, other smaller parties 61 seats. As for the 

election in the constituencies, out of a total 240 seats, CPN-M had 

an overwhelming 120 seats while the other 2 major parties were 

trailing with 37 for Nepali Congress and 33 for CPN-UML. 
 

Baisakh 30 - May 12 

It was announced that the first session of the CA would be held on 

28 May 2008. 
 

Jestha 14 - May 27 

The members of the CA are sworn in. 
 

Jestha 15 - May 28 

At the first session of the Constituent Assembly, it voted to 

declare Nepal a "federal democratic republic", thereby abolishing 

the monarchy. This was the end of the 239 years of the Shah 

dynasty. 564 members of the Constituent Assembly voted on this 

motion, with 560 in favor and four opposed. Of all the parties 

represented in the Constituent Assembly, only the Rastriya 

Prajatantra Party Nepal (RPP-Nepal) opposed the motion. Koirala 

said that Nepal was entering a new era and that "the nation's 

dream has come true", while celebrations took place in 

Kathmandu; Jestha 16-17 (May 29-30) was declared to be public 

holidays by the government. The Constituent Assembly also 

decided that Gyanendra should leave the Narayanhity Palace 

within 15 days. 
 

Jestha 16 - May 29 

The royal standard was removed from Narayanhity Palace and 

replaced with the national flag. Gyanendra reportedly said on 2 

June that he accepted the Constituent Assembly's decision. 
 

Jestha 29 - June 11 

Gyanendra gave a brief press conference at Narayanhiti, stating 

his acceptance of the republic and promising cooperation. He also 

said that he intended to stay in Nepal, asserted that he held no 

property outside of Nepal, and expressed his hope that he would 

be allowed to keep his property. He left Narayanhiti in the 

evening and went to his new residence at Nagarjuna. 
 

Shrawan 4 - July 19 

Presidential and Vice President Election. 

In the presidential election, Ram Baran Yadav (NC) got 283 votes 

while Ram Raja Prasad Singh (CPN-M) got 270 votes. Neither of 

them received the necessary 298 votes to win the election. As a 

result, a second round was scheduled for July 21. 

In the vice presidential election, Paramananda Jha (MJF) was 

elected with 305 votes, while Shanta Shrestha (CPN-M) received 

243 votes. 
 

Shrawan 6 - July 21 

In the second round presidential vote, Ram Baran Yadav 

supported by the Nepali Congress, CPN(UML), and MJFówas 

elected as the first President of Nepal, receiving 308 out of 590 

votes and defeating CPN(M) candidate Ram Raja Prasad Singh, 

who received 282 votes. 
 

Shrawan 8 - July 23 

Ram Baran Yadav is sworn in as the first President of Nepal. GP 

Koirala submitted his resignation later that day. Subash Chandra 

Nemwang (CPN-UML) is elected as Chairman of the Constituent 

Assembly without opposition. 
 

Shrawan 31 - August 15 

In the subsequent vote for Prime Minister, Prachanda was the 

CPN (M) candidate and was backed by the CPN (M)'s alliance 

partners, the CPN (UML) and the MPRF. A total of 20 parties 

supported Prachanda. The Nepali Congress presented Sher 

Bahadur Deuba as its candidate, but Prachanda won the vote 

overwhelmingly, receiving 464 votes against 113 votes for Deuba. 

577 members of the Constituent Assembly took part in the vote. 
 

Bhadra 2 - August 18 

After months of power-sharing discussions and deliberations, 

Prime Minister Pushpa Kamal Dahal Prachanda is sworn in by 

President Yadav at the President's office. In swearing the oath of 

office, he altered it slightly, taking the oath "in the name of the 

people" rather than "in the name of God". Among the politicians 

and dignitaries present were Vice-President Jha, Constituent 

Assembly Chairman Subas Nemwang, and Deuba, Koirala was 

not present. The Indian and U.S. ambassadors congratulated 

Prachanda on this occasion. 
 

Bhadra 6 - August 22 

Eight members of the Cabinet ó four from the CPN (M) and four 

from the MJF are sworn in. 
 

Falgun 15 - February 26 

Former Narayanhity Royal Palace is converted to Narayanhity 

National Museum in Kathmandu and inaugurated by Prime 

Minister Pushpa Kamal Dahal Prachanda. Narayanhity National 

Museum is open to the public the next day.

¶ Any contribution, including membership fees paid, to our 

Chapter is tax exempt. 

3. Membership Extension and Fund Raising 

¶ During my tenure the major sources of fund raising funds were 

membership fees, publishing greeting message in Sagar, and 

contributions from friends and families. And, of course, Momo 

sale is organized during this general convention. 

¶ We were able to extend membership in Florida and other 

States including North Carolina. 

¶ We made a surplus of $710. Please see the attached sheet for 

details.          

¶ Sincere thanks to Abhigya Neupane for working towards 

membership extension and fund raising issues on behalf of the 

treasurer of the Chapter.  

4. Commencing and Extending Pathshala 

¶ We were able to begin Pathshala, aimed to teach Nepali 

language, culture, arts, traditions/customs etc., with 

participation of number of parents.  

¶ Parentôs and childrenôs active participation and help was the 

key for success for Pathshala. It is our pleasure to say that 

parents themselves were working as Gurus in the Pathshala.

¶ Extension of Membership and Fundraise More Effectively: 

Membership extension drive is suggested to expand broader 

and it is also suggested to explore sources of fund raising. 

Besides membership fees and contributions, possible sources 

of fund raise could be local government funds provided for 

tax-exempt not-for-profit organizations to organize/run the 

programs smoothly. 

¶ Extending and Promoting Pathshala: Existing Pathshala can 

be promoted as per the needs of students and parents, and 

transfer Nepali culture to the kids (e.g., providing the lesson of 

Nepali dance, music, sports etc). Also, the concept of 

Pathshala can be extended to other regions in Florida based on 

the needs and feasibility. 

¶ Complete and Update Website: Upcoming EC is suggested to 

timely update and maintain the website since it is still under 

construction process. The useful materials and information 

should be uploaded in timely manner. 

¶ Extension of Library: Collecting more books in the library 

would make our Chapter richer in terms of language and 

literary resources. 

¶ Recognizing Graduates in Postsecondary Level: Currently we 

have recognized only high school graduates and their parents 

from Nepali community in Florida. In future, this process can 

be extended to undergraduate and graduate levels. 

Besides, continuing regular activities such as Janma Jayanti 

celebrations and Sagar publications more effectively are other 

key tasks for new executive committee. Also, constant 

coordination and contacts with INLS, Head Quarter and other 

INLS chapters (if necessary) is suggested.
