May lord give strength to the 

victimôs family. For some good news now, on Thursday, July 30, Jacksonville 

police arrested a felon in the fatal shooting of Hari Adhikari and learned the victim 

was targeted because he was an immigrant, according to a state prosecutor. We 

have had a lot of condolence messages come through. Once again we have shown 

our strength and solidarity and demonstrated how tightly integrated our Nepali 

community is.
